Is Girl Scouts affordable? 

Ways to participate.
•	 Join an existing troop or start your own! 

A troop is a group consisting of at least 
five girls, usually in the same grade, and 
two adults as troop leaders. Troops usual-
ly meet one to four times a month.

•	 Girl Scout as an independently registered 
girl (IRG). IRG Girl Scouts participate on 
their own schedule with guidance from 
an adult at home. 

•	 All members can participate in any Girl 
Scouts of Central Texas council-led event, 
program, or camp. 

Financial aid is available for membership, 
programs, and camps. Additionally, girls may 

participate in Fall Product and Girl Scout 
Cookie Programs to practice their entrepre-
neurial skills while earning money to fund 

their Girl Scout experiences.
